
4.3.X NUTRITION | Rancher Recipe Template	Comment by Jeffrey Florence: Page title goes here. Keep title shorter than 55 characters as Google only displays 55 or less characters on search results. Use recipe title for page title.

These titles also appear on the URL as …/raising-beef/ page-title. It’s important to keep titles short to make sharing and posting URL’s easier and easier for consumers to remember.

Keywords: 	Comment by Jeffrey Florence: Keywords will help people find the article when searching in Google or other search engine tools. These should ideally match keywords that consumers would search in Google if you want them to see your page. Put yourself in the consumer shoes and ask, “What would I search to get this information?”

Example keywords could be: Recipe name, family recipes, kid friendly recipes, beef recipes


SEO Description: Ground Beef, stuffing and garden-fresh tomatoes make for a satisfying, top-notch take on this downhome meal. Try this meatloaf recipe tonight.	Comment by Jeffrey Florence: SEO or Meta descriptions summarize a page’s content. Meta descriptions need to be under 160 characters and include a Call to Action. These appear under the title on search results and give consumers a first glimpse into what the page will contain. These will also appear on Social Media when sharing links.

3. RECIPE INTRO: "One of my favorite summertime dishes is meatloaf made with garden fresh tomatoes. I never seem to make it exactly the same way twice, but it seems to always taste fabulous! The dish was almost as awesome as the double rainbow that appeared over the farm recently!" - Anne Burkholder, cattle farmer and author of the blog, Feedyard Foodie. Along with her husband and three daughters, Anne lives on a Nebraska farm and was the recipient of the Beef Checkoff's Advocate of the Year in 2017.	Comment by Jeffrey Florence: Describe the recipe or have the rancher come up with a quote telling the story behind the recipe. Keep this to a short paragraph. The long, blog style recipe page is not attractive to consumers. This is also where you include the rancher’s name and location.

4. INGREDIENTS:	Comment by Jeffrey Florence: Make sure to keep everything consistent in a style that is similar to the BIWFD recipes featured elsewhere on the site. Bullet the lists to make it easier to read.

5. COOKING:	Comment by Jeffrey Florence: Make sure to keep the cooking instructions consistent with the other BIWFD recipes featured elsewhere on the site. Use numbered lists to make the instructions easier to read.

6. RANCHER PHOTOS:	Comment by Jeffrey Florence: Use 2-4 photos of the family and/or ranch. These photos help humanize the recipe and can make it seem more approachable.

7. KEEP EXPLORING:	Comment by Jeffrey Florence: Pick 4 articles that are similar to the above article or articles where you want to direct people afterwards. Rancher Recipe articles can link to other rancher recipes, raising beef article, recipe collections or rancher profiles.
